
 

CUMBRIAN CHALLENGE 28/29 JUNE 2008 
 
We had an increase in numbers over last year, with half a dozen no shows who didn’t 
phone in. 
 
The Challenge started on Saturday at Kendal Bowmen’s ground, where the course had 
been relayed and consisted of 2 rounds of 22 3D and paper targets. Unfortunately, the 
caterers let us down and were not being available, for which we are very sorry and 
sadly we didn’t have enough time to tell anyone or set something else up. That has 
been discussed by both clubs and will not happen next year.  
 

Apart from that, the day went well with some new innovative targets, including a 
crocodile off a platform, which went down very well, with some interesting comments. 
There was the full variation of shots, for which the Kendal Bowmen are well known.  
 
At the finish of day 1 someone didn’t close the gate and when the marshals came off 
the course a brave soul was trying to hold back a herd of cows from getting onto the 
road. That could have been a disastrous result for Kendal Bowmen, who would have 
run the risk of being thrown off their ground by the landowner, let alone what could have 
happened to the cows and traffic. So please make sure gates are securely closed. 
 
There was a jolly crowd for camping at Lakeland that night and on the Sunday full 
catering all day, including at the end of the day while waiting for the scores to be 
totalled.  
 
Lakeland had a 40 target 3D and hessian course for Sunday, with the added attraction 
of 4 wasp pegs. The variation for these being 3 shots for instinctive or 2 for sighted from 
the wasp peg (for those that wanted to know the Monarch of the Glen Stag was some 
65 yards off the top of the hill and the downhill bear was at 50 yards). 
 
Again a good variation of shots with many complimenting the course setter on his skill, 
as you will notice from some of the scores, there were archers that beat him. For next 
year he has promised to be more devious in trying to confuse over the distances, 
without stretching the targets. 
 
Next years event is already in the planning and is expected to be on the 4th and 5th of 
July, which will be published in the normal way.
